Good Neighbor Scholarship

The Texas Higher Education Coordinating Board has announced that applications for the 2009-2010 Good Neighbor Scholarship are now being accepted.  The deadline for applications to be submitted to the Office of International Affairs is February 27, 2009.  International students eligible to apply must:

· Be a nonresident from an eligible country (see attached list);

· Be a native-born citizen and current resident of a nation of the Western Hemisphere other than Cuba or the United States (see attached list);

· Intend to return to the eligible country upon completion of his/her program of study; and

· Be admitted unconditionally at an eligible public institution in Texas; and 
· Maintain satisfactory academic progress.

The Good Neighbor Scholarship, coordinated by the Texas Higher Education Coordinating Board, grants recipients an exemption from the payment of tuition only.  Students who are awarded this scholarship will be required to pay all fees and other costs.  One year of tuition (Fall, Spring, and Summer) will be awarded.  235 total awards are made each year by the Texas Higher Education Coordinating Board.
To apply for this scholarship, international students who are eligible must submit to the Office of International Affairs a completed Good Neighbor Scholarship 2009-2010 Application Form no later than February 27, 2009.  Please print the application, complete, sign, and date. To meet the deadline, it is essential that you deliver the original application to the Office of International Affairs. The Office of International Affairs is located in the University Center Tower, 7000 Fannin Street, Suite 130, Houston, Texas 77030. Office hours are Monday through Friday, 8:00 a.m. to 5:00 p.m. with the exception of Tuesdays when the office is closed from 9:00 a.m. to 11:00 a.m.  

Please note that if you meet either point 1 or 2 listed below you would not be eligible for this scholarship:

1. You are eligible for a waiver of non-resident tuition by virtue of on-campus employment or competitive scholarship; or

2. You have filed an application with U.S. Citizenship and Immigration Services for U.S. Permanent Resident status or you have dual citizenship that includes the U.S.
International students awarded the Good Neighbor Scholarship will only be notified if an award is granted.  Students should not assume scholarship will be awarded.
