Renal quiz – answers
Lobule – Nephron and collecting duct

Urine passes into proximal convoluted tubule. Actually, at this point, it is filtrate NOT urine

2 answers are at least partially correct here - AngII is a potent vasoconstrictor however, it also causes increased aldosterone release that would lead to increased water uptake from the proximal CD

The structure shown is the renal Papillae

Thin limb – too thin for CD, too thick for vasa recta and Thick anything tubes won’t be here (inner medulla)
