Bad question unfortunately. The best answer to where stereocilia are present is the epididymis. But, as that isn’t a choice here there are a couple of correct ones. Stereocilia are found in occasional tufts along the seminiferous tubules; not many, but a few, and same goes for rete testis, occasional stereocilia. As they are there to increase the surface area and reabsorb large amounts of fluid, they aren’t needed inside the testis. The mediastinum is a structure, where multiple ducts, cells, etc are ‘housed’, so that’s no good, and the acrosome is part of the head of spermatozoa. Tubuli recti are basically connectors. So, best answers to this poor question are Seminiferous tubules or rete testis.

b. X-section though vas deferens. Note really thick muscular outside.
