DEFINITIONS

Modifications: Substances created by the REQUESTING SCIENTIST which contain/incorporate the MATERIAL. 

Progeny: Unmodified descendant from the MATERIAL, such as virus from virus, cell from cell, or organism from organism. 

Proprietary Material:  material, trade secrets, business data, or technical or scientific information that are owned, made, used or marketed by one having the exclusive legal right.

Unmodified Derivatives: Substances created by the REQUESTING SCIENTIST that constitute an unmodified functional subunit or product expressed by the MATERIAL. Some examples include: subclones of unmodified cell lines, purified or fractionated subsets of the MATERIAL, proteins expressed by DNA/RNA supplied by the PROVIDER, or monoclonal antibodies secreted by a hybridoma cell line.
