Process

Is Patient Being 
Admitted?

Is patient

UPON TRANSFER OUT
1. RN prints med list and 
sends with patient

MD
1. MD reviews content of Prescription Writer 
and patient current medication list and 
decides meds patient is to take upon 
discharge
2. MD describes in Progress Note reason for 
not continuing a med given during treatment
3. Initiates discharge scripts 
4.  From "Orders" section of Discharge 
document, checks next to discharge meds 
which then display in discharge summary

PHARMACIST
1. Compares discharge script to active med 
order
2. Notifies MD of discrepancy...
...Except for Outpatient Services where RN 
compares discharge script to active med 
orders and notifies MD of discrepancy.

REGISTERED NURSE
1. RN makes sure script matches actual 
meds given at dc and active med orders
2. RN gives patient/guardian final instruction 
about meds and list of meds to be taken post 
discharge
3. Copy of discharge summary goes to 
MHMRA or (if Patient has given consent) to 
referral source

ADMITTING NURSE:
1. Obtains  the most current list of 
medications(Active Meds) the patient is 
currently taking.
2. Enters meds in Prescription Writer, 
validating information, which makes meds 
available for access in the IPE.
3. Nurse accesses the 'Medication Taken 
Prior to Admission' screen in the Nursing 
Assessment and places a check next to 
each, pulling them into the Nursing 

OUTPATIENT RN/MD
Refers to inpatient discharge note for 
rationale for not continuing/or writing script 
for routine meds which were active at time 
of discharge

ADMITTING MD
1. From the IPE, in the Med Reconciliation 
section, checks next to meds to pull 
information into IPE document
2. Reviews meds pulled from Prescription 
Writer and decides whether to continue or 
discontinue meds, documents reason for not 
continuing in IPE
3. Submits Physician Orders

PHARMACY
1. Dispenses meds per Physician Order
2. If patient brings in their own meds from 
home, they are kept in a box in Admissions 
or the unit and Pharmacy picks up the meds
3. If an order is given to give patient own 
meds, Pharmacy will verify the med and 
dispense.

ADMITTING NURSE:
1. Enters "Pt On No Meds" in
Prescription Writer

Nurse pulls information from 
Prescription Writer  into 
Nursing Assessment 
Document
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
